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This is the new Learning Overview for this term. It shows what we will be learning about in school and this can be developed and enriched at home either through the activities listed below or by some of your own choosing.

	In school we will be learning about / to
	Ideas for follow up home activities 

	English
	To begin our school year, we will be studying the text ‘Cinderella of the Nile’. This English sequence begins with the discovery of a bottle that contains a map and a message. This leads us into learning; present perfect tense, developing skills of inference and exploring the author’s use of literary language and the effect that this has on the reader. For our grammar work we will be studying suffixes, conjunctions and noun phrases. Once the story has been read, the children will then go on to devise their own version of a Cinderella story complete with fable!

For our second English unit, we will be studying ‘The Story of Tutankhamun’ by Patricia Cleveland-Peck in which children begin by exploring the history of Tutankhamun and writing reports about Ancient Egypt before going on to find out about Howard Carter and exploring the stories and legends about the curse of Tutankhamun’s tomb. The sequence finishes with children writing a biography of Tutankhamun.

	Mathematics
	This term, we will be continuing to follow the White Rose maths scheme of learning. Both year groups will be starting with an in depth unit on place value before moving on to addition and subtraction and finally multiplication and division towards the end of the term.

Year 4 objectives: to read and write numbers to 10,000, to round numbers to the nearest 10/100/1000, to order and compare numbers, to be confident with negative numbers and Roman numerals, to add and subtract numbers with up to 4 digits including crossing 10 and 100 and making exchanges, to multiply and divide by 10, 100, 6, 9 and 7.

Year 5 objectives: to read and write numbers to a million, to compare and order numbers to 100,000, to round numbers to the nearest 10, 100 and 1,000, to round numbers within 1000,000, to be confident with roman numerals and negative numbers, to add and subtract numbers crossing over 10, 100 and 1000 making exchanges and to multiply and divide by 10, 100 and 1000.

	Computing
	Miss Howard will teach the children for computing in individual year groups this year. She will begin the year with important learning about e-safety. The computing focus for this half term will be ‘Computing systems and networks’. 

Year 3 objectives: recognise that a network is two or more devices connected and its purpose, identify key components that make up the school’s network, explain the difference between wired and wireless connections, recognise that files are saved on a server, understand the role of the server in a network when requesting a website, identify parts of a website’s journey to reach your computer, recognise that routers connect to send information and understand that data is broken into packets. 

Year 4 objectives: to understand the need to be thoughtful when working on a collaborative document, use comments to suggest changes to a document and understand how to resolve comments, to use a variety of different slide styles to convey information including images and transitions, to create a Google Form with a range of different questions types that will provide different types of answers e.g. text, multiple choice or numerical values and export data to a spreadsheet, highlighting data, using conditional formatting and calculating averages and sums of numbers. 

Year 5 objectives: explain what a search engine is, suggest several search engines to use and explain how to use them to find websites and information, suggest that things online are not always true and recognise what to check for, explain why keywords are important and what TASK stands for, using these strategies to search effectively, recognise the terms ‘copyright’ and ‘fair use’ and combine text and images in a poster and make parallels between book searching and internet searching, explaining the role of web crawlers and recognising that results are rated to decide rank. 
	Continue to use a range of ICT such as; computers, laptops and tablets to develop key skills in using equipment. 

	French
	In French lessons this term, we will begin the year by learning French conversational greetings and we will also learn days of the week, colours and simple French phrases. This year, French will be taught and Mrs Hounslow on Tuesday mornings.

	PE
	We will do two PE units this term; dance and invasion games. Later on in the year, we will start our swimming unit where we will go swimming every afternoon for two weeks. We will let you know these dates as soon as they are confirmed.

	Please make sure your kit is in school when needed and labelled clearly with your name.

	RE
	Our RE unit this term is called ‘The Bible- How and Why Christians Read the Bible’. We will be trying to answer some key questions such as; How and why is the Bible used? Do you need a Bible to be a Christian? Why is the Bible holy? Why is the Bible a best seller? Why are there so many versions of the Bible? We will also develop our knowledge of stories and people from the Bible as well before looking at holy books across other major word religions.
	Can you tell the class about your favourite Bible stories and why you like them? Can you share any information or knowledge that you might have about other religious texts that are important to your faith?

	Music
	This half  
	Listen to a variety of music across different genres and try to identify which instruments you can hear.

	Cross- Curricular Theme: Why is water so important?

	Design & Technology
	We are going to be looking at seasonal food and where in the world our food comes from. We will find out about fruits and vegetables and why they grow in different countries based on their climates. We will look at how seasonal fruits and vegetables grow in a given season and how that eating seasonal fruit and vegetables positively affects the environment. We will design a tart recipe using seasonal ingredients and evaluate our recipes.
	Have you used any seasonal ingredients at home? What have you made? How can you use what you know to help you?

	Science
	In science, we are going to be learning about states of matter. We will investigate what makes a solid, liquid and a gas and learn to conduct scientific investigations fairly and accurately as well as drawing conclusions from our findings. This learning will then lead us on to studying the water cycle and we will link this to our learning in our topic lessons.
Properties of materials.
	You could try to do some home baking which involves melting and cooling by making some rice crispy cakes!

	Geography
	Our geography learning will be linked to Egypt, and we will focus on developing our location knowledge, aspects of both human and physical geography around this region of the world and the importance of the River Nile. Next half term we will look at oceans and why they matter to people and our Earth.
Oceans
	Use an atlas at home to locate the places we’ve been studying at school.

	History
	Our ancient Egypt topic will be taught over the whole term, allowing us to get an in depth understanding of this period of history. The aims of this unit are for the children to gain an overview of the significance of the ancient Egyptian period within the wider narrative of world history, to compare aspects of life in ancient Egypt to modern times, to study some significant people, places and events from this period and to explore how we know about them today and to become familiar with historical sources and accurate vocabulary relating to the ancient Egyptian period. 
	Undertake some research at home. Choose an aspect of Ancient Egypt that you’re most interested in. Find out about the Egyptian gods and goddesses.

	Art & Design
	In this topic, we are going to be focusing on creating our own Egyptian paper. We will be designing and creating our own ancient scrolls. We will look at ancient Egyptian art and be inspired to create our own designs based on our research. Applying our knowledge of ancient techniques, we will create our paper adding our designs and patterns. We will then think about making a contemporary response to our research and designs.
	Practise making paper out of different materials. Bring them in to show us!
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
