	English
	This term we are starting off the term with the BFG and will be creating our own story. We will be discussing the book in more detail through our guided reading lessons perfecting our description and storytelling skills. We will also be looking at The Heart and the Bottle and thinking about how to add excitement and dilema to stories using more complex word choices and atmospheric writing. Next term we will be looking at our book about Harvey Milk and creating a biography and learning about civil rights in America. We will be covering Extended fantasy narratives through our last book Our Tower and learning about what it means to be in a community.

	Mathematics
	This term, we will be continuing to follow the White Rose maths scheme of learning. We will consolidate and build upon knowledge developed in the Autumn term and Spring terms including; multiplication recall, place value understanding number facts and addition and subtraction.

The Summer term maths units will include; fractions and decimals, time, money, shape, position and direction and statistics.

	Computing
	Miss Howard will teach the children for computing in individual year groups this year. Year 3 will be Creating media and learning about desktop publishing and Programming - using Scratch to create events and actions in programs.
 Year 4 will be Creating media by learning how to edit photos and programming - using Scratch to create repetition in games.  
	Continue to use a range of ICT such as; computers, laptops and tablets to develop key skills in using equipment. 

	French
	In our Year 3 French lessons this term, our learning themes will be linked to understanding classroom instructions, French transport, using directions and scribing journeys to French speaking countries. We will also be learning about the circle of life in French looking at animals and food chains. In Year 4, we will be learning about the weather and the water cycle, French food and ordering in a cafe as well as creating a menu, managing money and even singing in French in a singing contest Eurovision style.
We will continue to practise engaging in conversations; ask and answer questions; express opinions and respond to those of others; seek clarification and help. Speak in sentences, using familiar vocabulary, phrases and basic language structures. 

This term, French will continue to be taught by Mrs Hounslow as part of our Tuesday carousel.

	PE
	In PE this term, we will be learning to develop our athletics skills. This will include practising the push and pull throws, sprinting and relay and developing our jumping actions. 

This term, Class 3 will also be starting their swimming lessons. The lessons will take place every afternoon over a two-week period. The children will learn to develop their swimming technique, stamina and take part in life saving activities. The children will need their swimsuit, a towel and a swimming cap for every lesson. Goggles can only be worn with parental permission so if you would like your child to wear goggles for their swimming lessons, please bring a signed note stating this and these will be given to the swimming instructors at the first lesson.

	RE
	Our first RE unit this term is called ‘Exploring the lives of significant women in the Old Testament.’  This topic aims to widen the children’s knowledge and understanding of the role and significance of women in the Bible and God’s big story. We will reflect upon the actions of these women and consider what we can learn from their stories.  

Our second topic this term is ‘Exploring loss, death and Christian hope.’ We will create opportunities to ask questions, and discuss feelings about loss, death and heaven, open up ideas and perceptions of loss, death and Christian hope, thinking about and responding to the key questions in a safe loving environment. We will try to develop our understanding of Christian hope and the promise of eternal life with God.

	Music
	Kapow: Inter related dimensions of music - Changes in pitch, tempo and dynamics (Y4)  Pupils who are secure will be able to: 1. Sing in tune and in harmony with others, with developing breath control. 2. Explain how a piece of music makes them feel with some use of musical terminology. 3. Perform a vocal ostinato in time. 4. Create an ostinato and represent it on paper so that they can remember it. 5. Create and perform a piece with a variety of ostinatos and listen to other members of their group as they perform.
	Listen to a variety of music across different genres and try to identify which instruments you can hear.

	Cross- Curricular Theme: Lancashire Cotton Industry

	Design & Technology
	In DT this term we are going to be creating mini green houses. We will be looking at greenhouses and discussing what features they have. We will create some greenhouses so we can grow some plants in our science lessons. We will use our past learning about structures to help us to create a detailed plan and design brief.
	What kind of protection do plants need? Can you grow anything at home?

	Science
	In science, we are going to be learning all about how are sounds made. We will Identify how sounds are made, associating some of them with something vibrating.  Recognise that vibrations from sounds travel through a medium to the ear and about the ear.  Find patterns between the pitch of a sound and features of the object that produced it.  Find patterns between the volume of a sound and the strength of the vibrations that produced it. Recognise that sounds get fainter as the distance from the sound source increases. We will also be including work about people in the deaf community and learning some sign language.

	Can you find out about how sound helps in medicine? How else is sound amazing?

	Geography
	Are all settlements the same?

This term in Geography, we will explore different types of settlement, land use and the difference between urban and rural. We will learn to describe the different human and physical features in our local area of Mellor and discuss and understand how it has changed over time. This will then lead us on to making land comparisons between our own local area and New Delhi to find key similarities and differences between these two locations. 

	Choose another city either in the UK or across the world and find how it is similar and different to where you live.

	History
	The Lancashire Cotton Industry

In history this term, we will be focusing our learning around the Lancashire Cotton Industry. We will be learning about the significance of the Lancashire Cotton Industry for the people of Lancashire and beyond and investigate the impact the Lancashire Cotton Industry had on the people. Through this topic, we will learn to use different sources to address historically valid questions and hypotheses about change, cause, similarity and difference. We will learn about what life was like for a cotton worker in Lancashire and compare to that to those who owned the mill. We will also link our history learning to geography by finding out where cotton came from and where it was going to. We will understand the connections to international trade and transport of goods and people and compare this with the systems of today.  

	Can you think of how your life, as a child living in 2025, is different to the childhood of a cotton worker? What similarities and differences can you find?

	Art & Design
	In art this term, we are learning about Grwoing artists. We will be identifying basic shapes of still life and observational drawings. Following on from this we will be learning to shade using pencils and creating tonal drawings and creating textures. After researching about famous observational artists, we will be putting our new skills to the test by using plants and flowers to create our own abstract pieces.
