	English
	In our final term of our school year, we will be studying the text ‘Hidden Figures by Margot Lee Shettely’. This book tells the story of 4 Afro-American women who worked for NASA. For our grammar work we will be studying suffixes, conjunctions and noun phrases. Once the story has been read, the children will then go on to devise their own newspaper article on the events that took place for America to win the space race with the first man on the moon! The other book we will learn about is The Selfish Giant by Oscar Wilde in which the children will explore the text through a range of immersion and engagement activities and will write a range of texts, including diaries, letters, posters, reports and their own versions. 

For our second half term we will look at the following books, we will be studying Beowulf by Michael Morpurgo where children get an opportunity to discuss legends and the importance of heroic poetry in early European literature. They will go on to create a number of varied written outcomes including recounts, formal letters, dialogue, descriptions and writing their own epic, heroic narrative using various poetic devices. The final book of the year will be The Island by Amir Greder, in this the children will explore the themes of prejudice and hostility as well as delving into the mindset of the island’s inhabitants. Children will infer different character’s feelings, 
The sequence will lead to the children write a narrative sequel. 
	Reading for enjoyment, pick a favourite book to read at home. 

	Mathematics
	This term, we will be continuing to follow the White Rose maths scheme of learning. Year 4 will be covering; fractions, decimals, money, time, shape, statistics and position and direction. Year 5 will be learning about statistics, shape, position and direction, decimals, negative numbers, converting units and volume. 

Year 4 objectives: To interpret and present discrete and continuous data, to compare and read information presented in bar charts, pictograms, tables and other graphs, to describe positions on a 2-D grid as coordinates in the first quadrant. To compare and classify shapes based on their properties. To recognise equivalent fractions, convert improper fractions to mixed numbers, to add and subtract fractions with the same denominator. To know their times tables up to 12 x 12. 

Year 5 objectives: To solve comparison, sum and difference problems using information presented in a line graph, to complete and read and interpret information in tables including timetables. To identify, describe and represent the position of a shape following a reflection or translation. To identify 3-D shapes, to know that angles are measured in degrees and compare acute, obtuse and reflex angles. To draw and measure an angle. To interpret negatives numbers in context.

	Computing
	Miss Howard will teach the children for computing in individual year groups this year. This term the children will learn about creating media and programming. 


Year 4: For ‘Creating Media’ the children will focus on photo editing using the paint software. The children will develop their understanding of how digital images can be changed and edited, and how they can then be resaved and reused. They will consider the impact that editing images can have and evaluate the effectiveness of their choices. For the topic ‘Programming’ the children will use the software Scratch to create repetition games.  The children will look at the difference between count-controlled and infinite loops and use their knowledge to modify existing animations and games using repetition. Their final project is to design and create a game which uses repetition, applying stages of programming design throughout.

Year 5: For ‘Creating Media’ the children will be introduced to Vector graphics. In this unit, the children start to create vector drawings. They learn how to use different drawing tools to help them create images. Learners recognise that images in vector drawings are created using shapes and lines, and each individual element in the drawing is called an object. 
For the topic ‘Programming’ the children will be creating selection quizzes on Scratch. They learn how to write programs that ask questions and use selection to control the outcomes based on the answers given. They use this knowledge to design a quiz in response to a given task and implement it as a program.
	Continue to use a range of ICT such as; computers, laptops and tablets to develop key skills in using equipment. 

	French
	In French lessons this term the children will be taught by Mrs Hounslow. In year 4 the children will be learning about the French weather cycle, water cycle, animals nouns, habitats, food chains, French food, ordering food, managing money, French shops, creating a menu, musical instruments, composing and performing songs Eurovision style. 

Year 5 will be learning about; French speaking countries around the world, following directions in French, French verbs, subject pronouns, French family, relations and family tree.

	PE
	We will do two PE units this term which are orienteering and problem solving and team building games both this session weather permitting will be outdoors. For the final half term, the units will be striking and fielding and creative games again weather permitting both session will hopefully be outside.

	RE
	Our RE unit this term will be taken by a specialist R.E. teacher who will be taking the children through the Bible stories of the Old Testament. After the half term the R.E. topic will be focusing on ‘Exploring significant women in the Bible. Finally the children will be learning about loss, death and Christian Hope, discussing feeling about heaven and the promise of eternal life with God. 
	Can you tell the class about your favourite Bible stories and why you like them? Can you share any information or knowledge that you might have about other religious texts that are important to your faith?

	Music
	Our music unit this term is will be with Mr Wodsworth who will teach the Ukulele this will end with a performance from the children with their Ukuleles.  
	Listen to a variety of music across different genres and try to identify which instruments you can hear.

	Cross- Curricular Theme: What is Britian? 

	Design & Technology
	We are going to be looking at electrical systems and motors to create a doodler. The children will evaluate an existing product, the children will then plan and design their on doodler, the children will then have to problem solve and create their own doodler, finally the children will evaluation the product they have created.  
	Recap knowledge of circuits. 

	Science
	In science, we are going to be learning about sound. We will investigate how sounds are made. The children will explore pitch of a sound and features of the object that produced it. Children will explore different types of objects producing different sounds and that the sound is produced by vibration in the object. We will investigate and describe sounds travelling through different mediums such as air, water, metal. Can find patterns between pitch and volume and the features of the object producing it. 
	Observe sound in different environments. 

	Geography
	Our geography will be focusing on the question ‘Are all settlements the same?’ The children will explore the world’s most significant rivers, looking at local counties and cities. To explore different settlements and how water is important to where settlements are. To look at the different types of land use and the difference between human and physical features. 
	Use an atlas at home to locate rivers and counties in England.

	History
	Our Lancashire Cotton Industry will cover the history in our area and will look at the timeline of the Cotton Industry. The children will learn about the local mills in the area. 
	Undertake some research at home looking at mills in the local area. 

	Art & Design
	The unit ‘Growing Artists’ focuses on teaching children the use of shapes, shading, and texture in art to enhance their drawing skills. It emphasises developing a sense of light and dark, using frottage for texture, and experimenting with different tools to create expressive and abstract art. 
	Practise shadowing and drawing still life objects. 
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
