Dear Parents/Carers,
     We hope that this message finds you well. We have had quite a few enquiries about homework and reading books so we would like to clarify this for you.
Homework will be set on a Friday. The children are given their homework on a Friday and they stick it into their books themselves. This helps them to foster their independent learning skills (and our school value of responsibility) ready for Year 4 and 5. They will be given 1 spelling sheet, 1 times table square and a piece of maths homework. This will be required to be in the following Thursday. The children are reminded to do this. The homework will be uploaded onto the website in case some children don’t stick it in their book for any reason. In the unfortunate event that homework may not come home on this day, we will strive to give paper copies the following Monday as there are always spares in the homework tray or you can visit Class 3’s website for homework if needed.
We will now dedicate Tuesdays and Fridays to book changing to help your child remember to put their book in the box. This coincides with carousel day and ukulele day so the children may find it easier to remember. We will encourage the children to put their books in the box to be changed on these days and will put a poster in the room to remind children. Unfortunately, due to time restrictions, we cannot ask individual children to get books out of their bags or do it for them and would ask if you can encourage your child on a Tuesday and Friday to do this and remind them to put their book in the box on these days. If your child requires their book changing another day, we will still change the books for them if their book is in the reading book box but Tuesdays and Fridays are now the official days. Please make sure either yourself or your child has stated they have finished their books in their reading record, this is so we don’t change books too early in the middle of a book and helps immensely when we are changing books. 
We are impressed with how well some children are reading at home and thank you for your continuing support with this. Some children are reading frequently and we feel they have worked hard to improve their reading skills this half term. We have also noticed that some children haven’t read regularly at home, please can we stress how important this still is in Year 3 and 4 and we encourage the children to read their own books and write this in their reading records too. 
We hope this clarifies a few things.
