	Reinforce Phase 3 and Phase 5 vowel digraphs including work on alternative pronunciation of letters and letter patterns in words. Prepare for National Phonics Check in June.


Y2 children will be continuing to learn how to add suffixes to words:  ment, ly, ful, less.
They will also look at spelling patterns where we drop the “y” at the end of words and use “i” followed by ed, es, er or est at the end of words. 



Pig the Pug – Aaron Blabey
The children will have the opportunity to explore character, motives and feelings from the events in this book.  They will then read How To Be A Dog by Jo Williamson to help them write a guide about how to care for a pet of their choice.

Lizzy and the Cloud – The Fan Brothers
The children will find a mysterious package in the classroom with a label saying, “Please look after me.  Caution:  Take care when opening to avoid me floating away.”  
After discussing and predicting what might be inside, the children will explore the front cover and generate questions about the story. The children will go on to create and perform Cloud Seller advertisements and market stall pitches.  The final outcome will be to write a guidebook for how to care for a cloud.

Last Stop on Market Street  - Matt de la Pena and Christian Robinson
This book explores the true beauty of everyday life through the lens of a bus journey across a bustling town, emphasising themes of gratitude and generosity along the way. The children will use their senses to describe an imaginary bus ride.  There will be a focus on using poetry to describe sights, sounds and smells on the journey.  The children will explore the concept of giving to those in need through creating advertisements for the Soup Kitchen in the story.  The final outcome involves the children writing their own stories based on a journey in which they help others.
	Daily reading and practice of words for spelling and phonics.

Enjoy books together including stories which involve journeys and the seaside and non-fiction books about holidays and the world e.g. an atlas.  

Encourage your child to identify these spelling patterns when they encounter them in their reading, to reinforce and consolidate what we are covering in class.


If you have a pet, think about how you care for it – which food it eats, where it sleeps, how it likes to play etc.

	Maths































Year 2
	Year 1

In our learning about multiplication and division we will be learning to count in 2s, 5s and 10s. We will learn how to recognise and add equal groups, make arrays and make doubles. We will be dividing by grouping and sharing. 

In our learning about fractions, we will learn about halves and quarters of shapes and numbers. 

Following the work on fractions we will return to place value to learn about numbers to 100. We will partition numbers within 100, compare numbers and find 1 more and 1 less. 

To end the year, we will learn about money and time. 
In our money unit we will learn to recognise coins and notes. We will also count in coins.

Finally, in our Time unit we will learn the days of the week and the months of the year.  We will learn the difference between hours, minutes and seconds.  We will conclude this unit by telling the time to the hour and to the half hour.  

Year 2
Fractions – we will be building on our understanding of halves and quarters of shapes and quantities and introducing how we can split shapes into thirds and find thirds of quantities.

Time – We will be reinforcing our understanding of how to tell o’clock and half past times, moving onto knowing how to tell quarter to and quarter past the hour.
We will then look at how to tell the time in five-minute intervals, understanding “to” and “past” the hour.

Statistics – We will build on our knowledge of how to make tally charts to create block charts and pictograms.

Position and Direction – We will explore how to make full turns, half-turns and quarter turns, relating to our work on Time.

Measurement – We will explore measuring length in metres and centimetres and measurement of weight in kilograms and grams.  We will explore how we measure capacity in litres and millilitres and also look at how we measure temperature in degrees centigrade.
	













Talk about lengths, measurements in clothes labels and the masses of food ingredients shown on weighing scales. 
 Explore how to pay for items using all coins up to £2 and £5, £10 and £20 notes.
Develop the ability to recognise o’clock and half-past times.
Complete homework questions.  









Explore cutting food, such as pizzas, into halves, quarters and thirds.



Please help your child tell the time as this supports so much independence in their own routine.














Encourage your child to look at clothes labels which may show the height of the child in metres/centimetres.  It is also interesting to discuss the temperature as we (hopefully) begin to enjoy warmer days.


	Year 1 and 2
Science
	This term the children will finish their learning about animals, learning how animals are suited to their environment. They will also learn about what different animals eat and place this information into food chains.

Following this the children will learn about plants. They will identify the parts of a plant, perform observational drawings, grow their own plants and they will go on a plant hunt to identify different plants and trees. In addition to this, the children will learn about the seasons, in particular spring and summer.
	Look for different types of trees in the local area. What sort of tree are they?
Plant some plants in the garden and talk about their parts including leaves, stem, roots. Place different plants in different places around the house do they still grow as well?

During Summer discuss the changes that can be observed including the weather, length of days, animals and plant growth. 


	Computing Year 1









Year 2

	Y1 Digital Writing and Program Animation  
The children will be Learning how to operate a word program e.g. Microsoft Office 365 using key features including font, size, colour and keyboard skills. They will then develop their keyboard and mouse skills through designing, building and testing.  

Y2 Creating media - Digital music
Learners will explore how music can make them think and feel. They will make patterns and use those patterns to make music with both percussion instruments and digital tools. They will also create different rhythms and tunes, using the movement of animals for inspiration. Finally, learners will share their creations and compare creating music digitally and non-digitally.

Programming B - programming quizzes
This unit initially recaps on learning from the Year 1 Scratch Junior unit ‘Programming B - Programming animations’. Learners begin to understand that sequences of commands have an outcome and make predictions based on their learning. They use and modify designs to create their own quiz questions in ScratchJr and realise these designs in ScratchJr using blocks of code. Finally, learners evaluate their work and make improvements to their programming projects.
	Provide your child with an opportunity to use a word processor and to use a keyboard and mouse if available.






	RE Year 1 and 2
	Children will have the opportunity to develop their perceptions and understanding of God.  They will become familiar with the story of Creation in Genesis.
They will have the opportunity for reflection on feelings of awe, wonder, delight, and mystery in relation to the natural world.
The children will explore what life was like when Jesus was alive on Earth.  They will come to an understanding that Jesus lived a long time ago and that the world we live in is very different to Jesus’ world of over 2000 years ago, looking at such aspects as housing, schools, food and transport.
The children will also explore some of the beliefs and family traditions of Judaism, such as how families observe the Sabbath and the festival of Simchat Torah.
	Create a quiet space at home, a tent or a den as an area for reflection.  
Show an interest in festivals from other faiths and understand how all religions have a massive impact on the lives of those who follow them.


	History Year 1 and 2
	 The children will learn about seaside holidays in the past. They will learn about when and why people visited the seaside and what they did there. We will visit Fleetwood Museum for a Victorian Seaside experience, with dressing up and handling Victorian seaside toys and also experience a Punch and Judy show.
	Look at old pictures of how people enjoyed themselves at the seaside, comparing such aspects as swimming costumes then with ours today.  
Consider what hasn’t changed, such as donkey rides,
making sandcastles and swimming in the sea!

	Geography Year 1 and 2
	The children will learn what it is like to live by the coast. They will learn about the seas and oceans surrounding the UK using compass points, define what a coast is, name some physical features of the coast, identify human features in a coastal town and describe how the local coast (Blackpool/Fleetwood) has been used.

	Look at local, national and world maps. Can you spot the names of some towns on the coast? Use this information to research some seaside towns and what they are famous for. 


	Art Year 1 and 2
	This term the children will be developing their drawing skills. They will be experimenting with a range of materials to create marks and tones using different pressures and control to make different marks. They will be describing the texture of objects and identifying how artists show tone by controlling shading. They will sketch simple shapes lightly so that changes can be made and then refine a drawing by building up the outline of the object.
They will also explore how to pose to show a clear expression and head position to create a photograph.
	Practise your drawing skills at home. You could think of your own story or a favourite story using this as a base for a wordless picture book.


	D & T Year 1 and 2
	The children will be learning about Puppets and creating their own puppets based on Punch and Judy. They will learn how to design their puppets, create a template, how to join different materials and they will finally evaluate their puppets against a design criteria. 
	Make some finger puppets out of fabric, paper or card and have a puppet show. 

	PE Year 1 and 2
	Initially the children will be developing their throwing and catching techniques, learning how to make a “basket” with their hands.  They will be developing their over arm throw technique. Following this, they will be developing their athletics skills, learning how to run, jump and throw. 
They will also practise the necessary skills for our school Sports afternoon, along with skills linked to striking and fielding in preparation for playing such games as rounders and cricket.
	Play throwing and catching games outdoors as a family, and on days out on the beach. Enjoy having races as a family.

	Music Year 1 and 2
	This half term the children will be learning about British songs and sounds. We will describe music using simple vocabulary, represent the same sound in different ways and we will create a piece of music that clearly represents a particular environment.  The children will sing, play and follow instructions to perform as a group. 
The children will describe music using simple musical vocabulary and describe how they have adapted a sound using musical vocabulary. They will explore multiple ways of making the same sound. Each child will contribute musically to a final performance. They will create a piece that clearly represents a particular environment and then extend a piece of music so that it represents three distinct environments. 
	The children could create some music at home using household objects such as pots and pans or they could create their music digitally using Garage band. 

	 PSHE Year 1























Year 2
	Health and Wellbeing – The children will learn that people have different roles in the community to help them and others keep safe and identify which people’s jobs can help them in different places and situations.  The children will also learn how to attract someone’s attention and what to say to ask for help from the emergency services.
They will learn how to respond safely to unfamiliar adults and what to do if they feel unsafe or worried for themselves or for someone else.
Living in the wider world – The children will think about the responsibilities they have at home and at school and how animals and people need to be cared for.  They will learn about how we care for the environment.
They will also explore how people grow and change.  This will include how to manage change when moving to a new class or year group.

Health and Wellbeing – The children will learn that different aspects help their bodies to be healthy, including food and drink, physical activity, sleep and rest.  They will learn that eating and drinking too much sugar can affect dental health.  They will also learn that there are different ways to play and that screen time is only one of those ways.  They will also find out that sunshine helps children to grow, and they will also learn how to stay safe in the sun.
After half term, the children will consider how to recognise, name and describe a range of feelings, and reflect on what helps them to feel positive.
This will link with transition into KS2, as we will learn that different times and experiences can bring about different feelings for different people.  The children will consider how feelings can affect people in physical ways as well as emotionally and they will learn the importance of sharing their feelings with someone they trust.

	Look out for people doing various jobs in the community so that children develop an understanding of who they can ask to help in different situations.






























Encourage your child to talk about their feelings and any concerns they may have about changing classes at the end of the year.  We will be having “Moving Up” days so that all children will experience new routines in the class they will be in when September comes.
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
